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In Indiana, Comprehensive Planning is permitted by the 500 series of Indiana Code, Title 36-7-4. This
law empowers towns, cities and counties to adopt plans. According to Indiana Code 36-7-4-502,

the minimum requirements for Comprehensive Plans include a statement of objectives for future
development, a statement of policy for land use development, and a statement of policy for public
assets. This section demonstrates how the goals of each chapter satisfy the state requirements for
Comprehensive Planning.
