The Common Council of the City of Goshen, Indiana met in a regular meeting on January 15,2019
at 7:00 P.M. in the City Court Room/Council Chambers at the Goshen Police & Court Building,
111 East Jefferson Street, Goshen, IN. Presiding Officer was Mayor Stutsman, with members of
the Council present or absent as follows:

CHANGES TO THE AGENDA

Mayor Stutsman requested adding the election of a new Council President and added Community
Relations Commission appointment under the Appointments to Board and Commissions. Motion
to approve the Agenda as amended made by Councilman Nisley. Motion seconded by
Councilwoman King.

By a 7-0 unanimous vote the Agenda was approved as amended.
