Motion was seconded by Councilwoman
Gautsche.

Councilman Scharf makes a motion to amend the EDIT fund by reducing the Chamber of
Commerce line from $50,000 to $20,000 and to reduce the Economic Development Corporation
line from $65,000 to $40,000 moving that total of $55,000 to the supplemental sidewalk line.
Motion was seconded by Councilman Orgill.
